ger, people love thenfometimes that love is more important than their food. Love is food for the
soul, yet how often do we forget what love truly means to people? When we get angry or hurt, when we
feel infuriated by anotherdds behavior o
out the window. | have often said, anger begets more anger, violence begets more violence, and hating
others simply makes us despicable ourselves. In the face of empty food shelves, anger and hurt, it is

only love that really hel ps! Showi ng
mi es because we are afraid of them. We
harder, someone who has hur't us, becaus
tered.

However, loving the stranger, our enemies, those who have hurt us, is the root of the gospel. How do
we show that love? First, we respond to their needs. We bring food to our food bank because we know
the need of hunger is real, and regardless of whether we ever see who eats it, we want them to know
we care about that very real need. Loving our enemies must work the same way. We must always
offer an open door and a positive response. We cannot lash out in return for their anger. In fact, it
doesnét matter i f those who hurt us eve
towards them. | am often reminded that hurt and angry people are suffering. In fact, their anger alone

is a pain more real than hunger. If they are angry with us, then we can love them only if we recognize
and respect that hurt. We may never be able to heal it or respond. There might be nothing we can do
to alleviate a pain we caused, however,
spect a persons hunger, and we pray they can find their way out of that darkness. Our prayer is like
food to them; it feeds their hearts and tempers ours!

Charity does not end with family, friends or even parish members. It also must be extended far beyond
the confines of our own homes. One of the reasons | am so proud of the people of Immaculate Heart is
that they have not only responded generously to those here at home, but so often they responded with
the same charity to the needs of people far from home. Remember New Orleans? We gave over
$50,000 to Immaculate Heart of Mary parish in New Orleans East. With that charity they paid the
teachers of their school a final paycheck! Now, YOU hawvi

TRUE CHARITY

Adult: Do | give to others without counting the cost?
Child: How can | help others without looking for ways to be
congratulated for it?

During His hidden life in Nazareth, and especially during His public life
when He traveled through the towns and villages of Palestine, our Lord
met sinners of all kinds. There is not a single record of a harsh word
spoken by Him to any of them. In fact, He was accused of mixing too

freely with them. His answer was that it was those who were ill w

needed a doctor, not those who were in goodeesifiiers He met
knew that they were ill. They regretted their sins. He forgave them.

There was one group, however, and only one, against whom He uttered
condemnation and for whom He foretold an unhappy ending. These were
the Pharisees. In Mt. 23, the whole chapter is devoted to Christ's con-
demnation of t hem. |t cont
them. He calls them by many unflattering names. One was whited sepul-

chers, appearing beautiful to men on the outside but full of dé (g

bones and all uncleanness \{@g&#m). Such harshness, coming from
the gentle Christ, may surprise us, but knowing as He did that pride, the
first and basic sin of mankind and the root of all other evil in the world,
was so ingrained in their very hearts, that they could never seek forgive-
ness, He stated nothing but the truth concerning them or to them.

In this parable which He addressed to the Pharisees themselves, He tells
them once more where their pride will lead them. They will be excluded
from the kingdom of God, because they will not admit or repent of their
pride and their lack of charity Instead of thanking God for the many
gifts He had given them, they almost demanded thanks from God for
being such pious people. They had virtues. They avoided serious injus-
tices. They did not commit adultery. They fasted often. They paid all
their Temple dues, but it was all done, not for the honor and glory of God,
but for their own honor and glory. They told the world about it. They
demanded the first places in the synagogues, and special marks of rever-

One thing that we can learn from this sad story of the Pharisees is that,

while God approves of no sin, His mercy and His forgiveness is available

for all sinners except the proud. It isn't that God cannot or will not forgive

the sin of pride but that the proud man will not ask for God's forgiy
ness.

We must all be on our guard against this destructive vice. Itis destructive
because it spoils every other virtue we practice and every good work we

e do. Charity, or brotherly love, cannot flourish in a proud heart, for a proud

heart is so full of self that it has no room for others. No true love of God
can exist in a proud heart, for even the very acts of religion which a proud
man performs, are done for the motive of self-glory and not for the glory of
God. The Pharisee in this parable proves that fact. He boasted of his
good works.
