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First Sunday of Advent 
 

Dear Immaculate Heart of Mary Family, 
 
On this beautiful First Sunday of Advent you may notice that the beautiful 
stain glass window behind the altar remains dark.  You will also notice 
that there are only two candles on the altar instead of the normal six, and 
that there is purple shrouding the altar, and the Icon of Christ, the priest.   
Why the darkness when the whole world around us is already bright with 
Christmas lights?   The darkness itself is a powerful symbol.  It is a sign 
of the true meaning of Advent, which is a time of preparation and 
penance, a time to make the world ready for the Light of the World,  JESUS. 
 
Typical of our society, no one really wants the season of waiting and preparation. We are a peo-
ple of immediate gratification, and we are truly terrified that if we wait and prepare well, we might 
miss the excitement and season of Christmas.  So, Advent has sadly become a time of hurry, 
hassle, parties, presents, lights, shopping, parties, lights, presents, more hassle, more hurry, 
spending, buying, presents, lights, decorations, more decorations, more hurry, Christmas cards, 
lights, more parties, Christmas carols, lights … whew … are you tired yet?  Probably just reading 
this makes you get a sense of the terrible loss we experience when we ignore Advent.  Instead, I 
wonder what would happen if we lived the next four weeks with great planning and intention.  
The darkness is truly a symbol of empty space.  Take the next four weeks and light one candle a 
week on your wreath and enjoy filling that darkness gradually, intentionally, and with patience 
and love.  This week maybe the Advent wreath is enough decoration.  The second week place 
and evergreen tree in your house, but don‟t decorate it yet. The third week, the Sunday of Light, 
place the lights on the tree, and the fourth week finish decorating it.  Watch it fill the darkness 
with the hope of eternal life which is truly the gift of Jesus, the Light of the World.  Pick a Sunday 
to write your cards, a Sunday to buy your gifts, and a Sunday to have a party.  If you plan a little 
and live on purpose, I truly believe you will experience the wisdom of the Church when it gave 
us this season to make ready the way of the Lord. 
 
We also must make ourselves ready for Christ.  How do we do it?  First, we must acknowledge 
our own darkness, which is sin.  It‟s hard to look at our sin when the world is celebrating Christ-
mas.  But without an honest look into our own darkness, we continue to be a people incapable of 
love, then the lights and decorations become a façade that is very similar to the masks we wore 
at Halloween.  Instead, if we look honestly at our own lives, we can seek healing and forgive-
ness for the sins we have committed and the hurt we have caused others.  The perfect way to 
do that is to seek the grace of the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  During the week of November 
29th through December 3rd, from 6:00—8:00 pm we will have four or five priests here each 
night for the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  We also will have confession during the day from 
11:30 am—12:30 pm.  Please take advantage of these times so that you can come to confes-
sion to honestly, and directly, address the darkness of sin.  In doing so, you will become authen-
tic in your own lives and then Christ will truly have a place in your heart!   Remember this will be 
the last opportunity before Christmas to truly take advantage of the beauty of the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation.  Also pray for our children who will be making their First Reconciliation on Satur-
day, December 3rd.

THE STORY AND YOU  (Sacred Conversations) 

First Sunday of Advent 
I once had an intense experience of darkness on a freez-
ing Colorado night at the Trappist monastery in Snow-
mass, Colorado.  Retreaters are invited to walk the mile 
from the retreat house to the chapel for Vigils at 4:30 am.  
In that entire, moonless valley, the single light was a 
humble bulb over the chapel door.  For those who didn‟t 
stray from the path it must have seemed an easy journey 
towards the light.  But for me ... lost, cold, uneasy in the 
dark mountains ... the absence of a light to guide me 
seemed thoughtless and almost hostile. 

 

I‟ve never forgotten that feeling of abandonment and cold.  There were 
no stars, and no bright moon to illuminate the path.  My feet were numb, 
and I had lent my gloves to a person I had only met an hour ago.  I 
walked several miles alone in that valley, lost, searching the sky for the 
first violet of dawn. 
 
And it came, of course.  Morning stars pulled the violets and rose from 
the sky.  The night had advanced, the day was at hand.  And as the 
morning light awakened the valley I could see it finally―that tiny light 
just off to my left, the light that had been there all the time, beckoning 
me to the warmth of the chapel. 
 
I think about that light this Advent, and I wonder how many silent souls 
are out there in the cold, searching for us, but unable to find us because 
our light is too dim, too distant, too familiar to those who know the way 
and too far away for those who are lost.

QUESTION OF THE WEEK  

FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT 
Adult: How can I prepare myself and my family for the 
coming  of the Christ? 
Child: What will I do to get ready for Jesus‟ birth? 
  
 
Today the Church celebrates the First Sunday of Ad-
vent.  This is the beginning of a new liturgical year and 

the Sunday readings will be taken from „Year A‟ and weekday readings 
from „Cycle II.‟  The Advent liturgy opens with that great yearning cry of 
the prophets of Israel to the Messiah and Redeemer whose Advent they 
awaited.  “Come!” God is not deaf to His people's cry.  Fulfilling the 
promise of salvation made to our first parents at their fall He sent His 
Son into the world.  And the application to all generations of mankind of 
the redemption that the Son of God made Man obtained for us by His 
passion continues until the end of time: it will conclude with the end of 
the world when the Messiah comes to complete His work and lead us 
into His kingdom.  The history of the Church occupies the period be-
tween these two great events. 
 
In this Sunday‟s Mass, the whole work of redemption is set before us, 
from its preparation in Israel's expectancy and its effect on our present 
lives down to its final fulfillment. The Church, in preparing us to cele-
brate at Christmas the birth of Him who came to snatch our souls from 
sin and transform them into the likeness of His own, invokes upon us 
and on all men the complete accomplishment of the mission of salvation 
that He came to perform upon this earth. 
 
On the First Sunday of Advent, the traditional opening prayer (or Col-
lect) prayed: “Stir up Thy might, we beg Thee, and come.”  With this 
request to God to “stir up” His might, this day was traditionally called 
Stir-Up Sunday.  Many families create a traditional plum pudding or fruit 
cake or some other recipe that all the family and guests can “stir-up.” 
This activity of stirring-up the ingredients symbolizes our hearts that 
must be stirred in preparation for Christ's birth.
