What else did they “have” to do that night,
which made them rush away? Instead, | wonder: what would have happened if they had made room at
the inn for the Christ Child?

FOURTH SUNDAY OF ADVENT

A number of years ago, the teenage son of a friend of mine went on a
trip to France. He was going to spend the summer in Taizé, the ecu-
menical religious community known for welcoming young people. When
Harry arrived at Charles de Gaulle airport, he was totally lost. He didn't
speak French, and, like many a young college student, just imagined
that he would breeze through everything without a problem. Travel from
the airport to Taizé meant a subway, followed by a train, and then finally
a bus. Luckily, in the French transportation system he could buy just one
ticket to get him through the excursion. He simply had to figure out
where to get that ticket. A helpful traveler at the transport center who
spoke English helped Harry set off with the correct purchase for the right
train. Later, Harry described the situation in this way, "God sent an an-
gel to guide me!"

Angels can be consoling figures. They can also be challenging. The
angel that appears at the end of Part | of Tony Kushner's Pulitzer prize-
winning diptych, Angels in America, portends an uncertain future that
will play out in the second part. In biblical tradition, Raphael is the guid-
ing, consoling archangel; Michael is the defending challenger, the war-
rior. It is Gabriel who lies in the middle: the heralding messenger who
shows up with puzzling news that requires a response. Imagine the
reply of a fiancé today who might be told, "Oh, by the way, the person
you're engaged to is going to have a baby. It's not yours, but God wants
you to marry her anyway." That makes it pretty evident why angels are
not always welcome visitors!

Due to illness and death, she is the only volunteer left from the original
group. We now have over 220 volunteers doing a variety of jobs to keep our
Food Bank efficiently running smoothly. Some of them have bee helping in
the Food Bank way before | came around! But even with all these volun-
teers, Carole manages to shine above and beyond the crowd. She is
always willing to take on new projects and tasks. She often does projects
that are more behind the scenes and get little to no recognition, but yet are
very beneficial to the families we serve as well as to the food bank. When-
ever we come up with a new idea or program, Carole is always the first to
volunteer to take on the task. As an administrative volunteer, Carole is an

organizing, self-motivator with very high standards. As a Client Intake Vol-
unteer, she shows compassion, sincere interest and support to our Food
Bank families. In her time with us, Carole has developed many new re-
sources, as well as improved on current ones.

At this time Carole is volunteering in many different areas. For the Food
Bank she is a Client Intake Specialist. She also continually researches and
updates all our client resource lists, including food banks, housing options,
emergency shelters, medical assistance, and a resource pamphlet tree. She
manages the ever changing volunteer list, updating the constant changes
and the required paper work and trainings. She facilitates all of our school
food drives during the holidays every year, with request letters, follow up
phone calls, and arranging pick up dates. She is always available and ready
to assist, whenever and wherever she is needed. In addition, she is in
charge of one of the Funeral Ministry groups at IHM, serving lunch to the
family and friends of the deceased. Plus, she volunteers on Sundays in our
Sprouts Room providing day care rfor children church services.

Even
when she was experiencing some personal health issues, she continued to
