Happy Valentines Weekend!  In just a couple of days we cele-

brate another wonderful ñCatholicò  day ...  Valentines Day!   How many peo-
ple know that this wonderful and fun day began in honor of a Catholic saint, 
Valentine, who was known for his charity and the wonderful and fun ways he 
showed it. Sadly, however, once again society has twisted the meaning of a day 
that began as something very special, into a day that has been reduced to sexual-
ity and lust.   As we all know true love really has very little to do with the sensuality 
marketed by society.  Love is truly about so much more than sex.   However, in a world 
that struggles fiercely with the true meaning of love, it is no surprise that we have re-
duced it to the most basic and lowest level.   Sex is supposed to be about love.  It is 
meant as the highest form of love, shared between two people who have fallen in love, and 
have celebrated that unconditional and selfless love in a commitment of marriage.  A covenant 
of life and love.  This love is then manifested most perfectly in the child.  The child, born between a 
husband and wife, who have a rich and fulfilling love and sexual relationship is truly the perfect valen-
tine. 
 
Sadly, however, we as Catholics have stopped proclaiming that message with the force and vigor we 
should.  How many times do we really speak out in support of marriage?  We live in a world where it 
has become somewhat unpopular.  People have children living out of wedlock.  Babies are born all the 
time without a father and outside of marriage.  Couples are even encouraged to live together to ñtry it 
outò to discover if they really love each other.   And all of this robs those of you who are in strong, 
healthy and holy marriages of your rightful place!   When a couple lives together without the sacrament 
of marriage, they make a profound statement that they cannot make a commitment, and that they cer-
tainly donôt intend to make a commitment with God as a part of it.   Therefore, as I always say, they self 
righteously set out to ñgo it alone.ò  They arrogantly believe they donôt need God, commitment, or their 
parentsô example.  They donôt need the sacrament, Church, or tradition ... they donôt need marriage.  
While they certainly have the freedom to make this childish decision, the fact remains that they also 
have turned their back on any divine assistance they might hope to obtain.  The sacrament guarantees 
that Godôs grace will be fully present and evident in their covenant.  This is astounding!  It means that 
they donôt have to depend only on their own weak and often insufficient abilities to make their mar-
riages work.  It means God will be the power of their bond!   Couples today are truly afraid of marriage 
and the commitment it demands.  Many, many young people have been grievously wounded by di-
vorce and with all good intention they do not want to impose a divorce on their own children.  There-
fore,  it is understandable that they might choose not to marry.  Itôs a difficult and frightening commit-
ment.  However, Godôs promise is truly important to remember.  He will not abandon those who bind 
themselves in the sacrament of marriage!  His grace will be the strength of their marriage.  It will give 
them insight, forgiveness and remorse.  It will be the joy and beauty of their marriage and it will last a 
lifetime.  I can think of no greater valentine!   Today, as we celebrate the day of love, romance and yes,  
even intimacy, why not renew our understanding of the beauty of marriage and congratulate those 
whose marriages are a shining light in a world of broken relationships!  The best way to do that is to 
encourage our young people to celebrate their sexuality in the covenant of marriage!  Tell them the 
truth!  That sexuality outside of marriage is not a very beautiful thing.  It is reduced to its absolute low-
est purpose.  However, within the sacrament, surrounded by a lifetime commitment, showered with the 
power of God and His divine light and grace, and always open to children, human sexuality is magnifi-
cent!   Why settle for less, as our world continues to do?   Why not look for a perfect valentine and 
when you find them, love them for a lifetime in the great sacrament of marriage!  
 
Thank you to all of you who work so hard to bring the beauty of your marriages into the lives of all of 
us, especially our children, and the children of tomorrow!

QUESTION OF THE WEEK 

DISCIPLESHIP 
Adult: How can I show others my Christian Faith?           
Child: What can I do to tell my friends about Jesus?  
 
In this Sermon on the Mount, we have various sayings of Christ, actu-
ally spoken on different occasions.  St. Matthew, in his systematic 
manner, has gathered these sayings into one continuous discourse 
here.  This makes it easier for his readers, who were Jewish con-
verts, to grasp the new covenant of salvation as inaugurated by 
Christ.  They knew the Ten Commandments, but they knew them as 
their rabbis had taught them. These rabbis, for the most part Phari-
sees, put all the stress on the letter of the law and on its external 
observance.  Christ's opening statement, that the attitude of His fol-
lowers towards the commandments (and other precepts of the law) 
must be different, and superior to that of the scribes and Pharisees, 
clearly indicates how Christianity must differ from Judaism. 
 
Christ is not abolishing the Ten Commandments, but He is demand-
ing of His followers a more perfect, a more sincere, fulfillment of 
them. The whole moral value of any legal 
observance (the Mosaic law included), 
comes from the interior disposition of him 
who observes or keeps the law.  No man 
serves or honors God by any exterior acts, 
be they ever so arduous or continuous, 
unless these acts proceed from an intention 
and a will to honor and please God.  This is the charter, the constitu-
tion, of the new law ï Christianity.  The old law is not abolished, but 
deepened and given a new life. 
 

Avoiding murder, therefore is not enough; the true Christian must 
remove any inclination to murder by building up true, brotherly love 
for all men in his heart. 
 
We must not only not injure our neighbor or fellowman in his person, 
or in his character, but we must be ever ready to help him and pre-
vent injury to him, whenever and wherever we can.  We must not 
only, not commit adultery, but must also develop a Christian respect 
and esteem for purity, the virtue which will preserve us not only from 
adultery but even from thoughts of adultery, or any other abuse of our 
sexual gifts given us by God for his sublime purpose. 
 
We must be truthful always, and men of our word.   This virtue is not 
only necessary for man's salvation, but is the basis of rational inter-
course between men in civilized society.  
 
True and loyal service of God therefore begins in the heart and has 
its value from this interior disposition.  Keeping the Ten Command-
ments is our way of proving to God that we are grateful, obedient and 
loyal to Him Who gave us all we have and Who has promised us 
future gifts infinitely greater still.  And just as our love for God is 
proved by our true love for our neighbor, so the last seven of the 
commandments impose on us obligations regarding our neighbor.  It 
is only by fulfilling these seven that we can fulfill the first three which 
govern our relations with God. 
 
This truth is expressed by our Lord in the words:  If you are offering 
your gift at the altar, and remember that your brother has some-
thing against you, leave your gift there . . . first be reconciled to 
your brother and then come and offer your gift.

Jesus turns the thinking of his day (and ours as well) upside-down 
when He tells us to love our enemies.  Throughout this passage, 
Jesus has shown us how to take the letter of the law to a deeper 
level.  It is the underlying base of the sin that is as serious as the sin 
itself.  For example, we know it is a sin to commit murder, but Jesus 
says the anger and hatred that lead to murder are just as serious.  
His purpose in giving us these direct opposites is to help us recog-
nize the first signs of sinfulness so that we can turn our actions into 
love before going further and eventually committing the sin that 
breaks the commandment.   This gospel shows us how to act out of 
love before moving toward violent or harmful behavior.    
 

What do you think Jesus is telling us about following the com-
mandments? 
How will you bring peace to someone you have hurt (or some-
one who has hurt you)?   

 
Jesus says we must keep our promises.  
What have you said ñyesò to that is hard for you to do?  
How can Jesus help you keep this promise?
