Dear Family of Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
 
I think everyone would agree that we live in a very noisy world.  The sound of traffic often wakes us 
up. Then, the TV or radio begins to blare as the news of the day intrudes into our homes.  Then, we 
begin our day to noisy children, talking people, honking horns, ringing phones, buzzing computers 
and on and on.  We live in noise and it takes a lot of noise to keep the world rolling along at such a 
fast pace. But, what if just once we spent a whole day in silence?  Could we do it?   Sometimes I 
donôt think we ever stop to ask that question, and if we do, we would probably have to be honest that 
silence would seem to be deadly.   How could we ever really function if we had to be quiet all day! 
 
On Friday, March 4th, we would like to offer all of you an opportunity to explore the beauty of si-
lence. On that day, which is World Day of Prayer in all the churches, we will dedicate all our facilities 
to SILENCE.  Please join us for 6:30 am or 8:30 am Mass, and then feel free to spend some time 
here in the parish, enjoying the silence.  We will post signs around the building asking people to dedi-
cate themselves to absolute silence here in the buildings.   That silence will offer all of you an oppor-
tunity to spend some time talking to God in prayer.  Along with the silence the staff will arrange some 
of the rooms for different styles of prayer.  The Adoration Chapel, of course, will be open for adora-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament.  The rosary will be prayed throughout the day, beginning at the top of 
each hour, in the Church.  Jan and our youth will host a prayer Labyrinth in the parish hall.  There will 
be a Sacred Music Room with quiet music and candles, and a Sacred Reading Room with good spiri-
tual reading. There will also be free coffee all day at the Morning Star Café, and we will host a free 
soup lunch there as well.   In the midst of all of that, of course, we will ask you to be SILENT.  You 
may wonder, why in the world you would spend time here if there really is nothing going on but si-
lence and prayer?  However, I am certain that if you come by the parish for even just a few minutes, 
you will be deeply moved by the atmosphere of reverence and prayer you will find here.  Even the 
Info Desk will be closed and silent.  The phones will be silenced and the patrons of our food bank will 
also be asked to keep silence when they come for their food.   Dedicating our buildings and re-
sources to silence and prayer is a wonderful reminder of the fact that we are a Church, first and fore-
most.  I hope you will come by for a few minutes, or all day, to walk together in silence and in prayer, 
but also, in fellowship with others who are dedicating their day to a few extra minutes with God! 
 
There are many things we ask you to pray for during that day.  We will ask you to remember the eld-
erly who are in nursing homes or hospitals, or those who are shut in to their own homes.  We will ask 
you to remember the sick, whose names are written in the Book of the Sick.  And, we will also invite 
you to pray for peace in the middle east and in our families.  I cannot imagine what will happen when 
you all join together in silence and in prayer remembering to call on God in the midst of a noisy world.  
But I am certain He will be listening! 
 
Finally, I hope all of you will mark your calendars for Tuesday, March 8th for our Chili-Bingo Cook-
off in honor of Mardi Gras or Fat Tuesday.  Remember that March 8th is the last day before Lent 
begins, so end this season in a fun and fulfilling way with a great big bowl of chili!   Then on Ash 
Wednesday, we hope you will attend 6:30 am, 8:30 am, 12:10 pm, 5:30 pm, or 7:00 pm masses to 
receive the ashes, which remind us all of our mortality and need for repentance.   There will also be 
simple services at 6:00 pm and 7:30 pm to receive just the ashes.  Then throughout Lent, join us for 
morning masses. The 6:30 am Mass will be canceled.  Instead we will have a mass at 7:15 am and 
the regularly scheduled 8:30 am Mass throughout Lent.  And we urge you to come to our annual 
Fish Fry and Stations of the Cross on the Friday evenings of Lent.  As we approach the great season 
of Lent, let us not ever forget that our hearts must always search for God and together may we dis-
cover His voice in the midst of our busy and noisy world.

QUESTION OF THE WEEK 

CHARITY 
How do I love my neighbor?   
Do I take care of the poor as is part of what Christ asks of me? 
 

The moral of todayôs Gospel is pretty clear: 
God must have first place in our lives, if we 
really believe in a future, eternal life, as all 
Christians, and most other normal people 
do.  But we still must earn our living and 
work our passage through life.  What Christ 
is warning us against is that we must not get so attached to, and so en-
slaved by, the things of this world that we neglect God and our own eter-
nal happiness. 
 

Most of us believe:  ñI canôt become attached to the things of this world; I 
have so little.ò  But we can get so attached to the little we do have, and 
so anxious to increase it, that we can cut God out of our life and forget 
the one thing necessary.  Remember that we can be drowned as easily 
in a tub of water as we could be in the deepest point in the ocean.  It is 
not the possession of the things of this world that Christ forbids, 
but letting the things of this world possess us.  While we make the 
wealth and the goods of this earth serve our eternal purpose we can be 
true followers of Christ, but if we let them enslave us to the exclusion of 
that purpose then we are indeed on the wrong road. 
 

In the parable of Dives (thatôs the name tradition has given the rich man 
in todayôs Gospel) and Lazarus, it was not the possession of much 
wealth that brought Dives to hell, but the wrong use of it.  He lacked 
charity. He ignored his needy neighbors. He selfishly tried to spend all 
his wealth on himself.  Neither was it the poverty of Lazarus that brought 
him to Abraham's bosom, but the willing acceptance of the life he had. 
He was unable, through illness, to earn his bread.  He got little charity 
from those who could (and should) have helped him.  Yet he was patient 
with his misfortune; and so earned Heaven.  The fact is, of course, that 
not all rich men will go to hell.  Neither will all beggars go to Heaven.   
Money is not what sends us to Heaven or hell ï it is what is found in our 
hearts and how we have loved our neighbor that determines our eternity. 
 

While we work honestly for our living, we have every right to our just 
wage and have every freedom to spend what we earn on the necessities 
of life for ourselves and our families.  We can also make the normal pro-
visions for the years that may lie ahead.  What our Lord is condemning is 
the inordinate love of riches and the things of this world ï a love so inor-
dinate that it leaves us no time, and no desire, to look for, and provide 
for, our real future ï the life that begins when we leave this earth and 
all that it has.
