
 

 

April 3, 2011—Fourth Sunday of Lent 

Dear Family of Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
 
In the Gospel today, we hear about a man born blind.  He lived his whole life without 
ever seeing the beauty of the world around him.   Jesus, on meeting him, spits on the 
ground and wipes mud on his eyes, miraculously restoring his sight.  I love this image.  
We, too, are often blind.  We also believe completely that Jesus can heal that blind-
ness, however, how many of us have really spent any time reflecting on the mud?  

Before Jesus ever really helps us believe, or shows us the way, it  feels like we are wading through a murky 
and even muddy world.   I  heard a teacher describe this to her small students by saying that at times we get 
mixed up, confused, or lost, because we have a "mud mind" and our mud mind doesn't help us see things 
clearly or as beautifully as they should be.  Faith, and thus, Jesus, can feel very murky and muddy at times.  
We often wonder where God is and what He wants.  We often question Godôs powerful presence and work in 
the world, because it seems detached or non-responsive to what we are asking.  The whole situation with 
going to Church, fasting, prayer, and abstinence from meat, seems unnecessary and confusing.  Just ask 
any Evangelical Christian and they will eagerly tell you that all the "things" we Catholics do are unnecessary, 
and the only thing a person needs is a close personal relationship with Jesus.  And yet, everyone knows that 
"close personal relationshipsò are also confusing and hard work!   In fact, whether youôre a Catholic or an 
Evangelical, sometimes it is hard to see with eyes of faith and understand what faith in Jesus demands and 
calls us to do.  We all need our blindness wiped away, but first we have to struggle with the mud. 
 
Struggling with the mud and spittle doesn't have to be an ominous or awful experience.  What it means is we 
have to engage ourselves and be willing to work at it.  Sometimes we even need a push to get through the 
mud.  I am often amazed at how blind and stuck we sometimes get as Catholics.  In fact, we have a whole 
Church full of people that demonstrate that every Sunday.  They stand against the back wall, wander in the 
Narthex, leave Mass early; and you can tell by their demeanor and presence they aren't listening or en-
gaged.  They are blind to what faith could look like.  They are stuck in the mud of their own routines, compla-
cency, or apathy.   Lent challenges us to look a little more deeply in to whether we are one of these people.  
And, if we are, there are some wonderful ways we can change!   Many of you are wearing your black wrist-
bands.  You are reminded daily that change is possible, if we are willing to make a sacrifice.  Last week, 
hundreds of people joined us at noon and each evening to receive the Sacrament of Confession.  These 
people acknowledged their blindness and I am sure this week they are filled with grace and joy!  They can 
now see that life can be different and better if we work with Jesus and experience His love and forgiveness 
and ultimately His passion and resurrection! 
 
I hope in a couple of weeks you will truly be ready to walk to the Cross with Christ!  Let Him remove the 
blindness of your eyes and help free you from getting stuck in your own mud!  There are a couple of things I 
want to remind you about.  First, the great week of HOLY WEEK begins with our beautiful processions.  Like 
the people of Jerusalem, we will be invited to walk into the sanctuary with Jesus; over the years, you know 
that EVERY PERSON is asked to do this.   Believe me, it is truly like pushing some people out of a mud 
hole!   If you choose not to walk and insist on being in Church, even though the Mass begins in the Narthex 
or outside, then the only Mass you should go to is the 7:00 am Mass.  At all the others Masses, everyone will 
be asked not to go into Church until the priest does, with the procession.  The aged and handicapped will be 
given seats in the Narthex until Mass begins and then taken to their reserved seats.   I also encourage a full 
and active participation in the Tenebrae Service which begins on Holy Thursday, and is held for three 
days, ending on Holy Saturday.  The word Tenebrae means darkness.  This is a beautifully sung 
prayer at 5:30 am on Thursday, Friday, and Saturday.   It is being hosted and sung by our seminarians.  It 
lasts half an hour and ends at sunrise.  Please join us. 
 
Finally, you know that Good Friday is the holiest day of the year.  Please plan ahead and excuse your 
children from school and yourself from work, so that you can join us for the entire afternoon.  And 
remember, our Easter Vigil is at 4:00 am on Easter Sunday morning.  It begins with the lighting of the Easter 
fire at 3:30 am.   I urge you to open the blindness of your own eyes and religious practices by doing some-
thing wonderful and different this year.  If you have never joined us for Holy Week and the Triduum, I assure 
you it will shatter that blindness and make the experience of being Catholic and following Jesus new and 
wonderful.   I will give you more information next week.

REFLECTION 

FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT  
The waiting area of any hospital emergency room is 
likely to be filled with people in need of moderate 
care.  It is the most critical who are swept into cubi-
cles and trauma rooms upon their arrival.  Heavy 
bleeders as well as heart attack and stroke victims 

are seen right away.  But those with less dramatic injuries or people 
presenting with seemingly more minor symptoms often end up waiting 
for the medical care they seek.  Corralled in a waiting area and watch-
ing the ever-on wall-mounted television, many of the sick simply suffer 
and endure until their names are called and they are ushered in to be 
seen by the emergency room staff.  For those who wait, there is no 
quick end to suffering, no "Go wash in the Pool of Siloam" and be made 
whole again.  All they can do is wait, and beg for healing in the crowded 
emergency room. 
 

The man who was blind from birth didn't expect to be healed.  He was a 
beggar in the Temple and had probably resigned himself to that lot in 
life. After all, he was blind from birth.  There wasn't any real prospect 
for a cure.  But Jesus comes along and opens his eyes.  Jesus doesn't 
just cure the man's blindness.  Jesus gives sight to the man in the 
physical world, but also in the spiritual world.  The man confesses Je-
sus as Lord while some of the Pharisees reject who Jesus is and so are 
portrayed as blind to the reality of His divinity. 
 

Like the sick in the emergency room, we can wait for a long time before 
we come to the realization of who Jesus is in our own lives.  Some 
people find Him early in life, others only after a long wait.  Those who 
will be baptized at Easter are seeking enlightenment by Christ, and the 
rest of us who are going through Lent are looking to cast darkness 
aside.  Christ is here to heal us all. 

QUESTION & ANSWER 
What is the significance of all the sacra-
mentals:  holy water, candles, incense? 
When the younger children in grade school 
come to Mass, they understand the homilies best 
when there are lots of visual aids.  Clocks, treasure chests, over-
size pencils, flashlights and props of all kinds help them grasp the 
meaning of the Gospel and how it applies to them.  Their atten-
tion is focused and they understand what they can see, feel, 
and hear. 
 
Sacramentals help us connect with the spiritual things we do.  They 
help us focus our attention as well as give us the tools we need to do 
the spiritual work we want to do.  Candles are symbols as well as 
instruments of prayer; incense directs our thoughts heavenward 
as well as invoke God's blessing; holy water reminds us of our 
baptism; rosaries help us pray; prayer cards do the same. These 
become the "little tools" of faith, material objects that point to a reality 
far greater. 
 
Lots of things can become sacramentals.  Like family heirlooms, objects 
can take on meaning and purpose which connects us with God, the 
church and each other.  Some are universally known while others are 
personal.  When we use something to turn our minds to the Lord, we 
should also remember to put it in our spiritual toolbox.  It just might be 
the thing that helps us open the door that leads to faith.

Continued:  MAKING TEEN CHORES WORK  
Here are more tips for last week on making chores work in your family: 
  
5. Donôt do your teenôs chores for him or her, 

even though it may be convenient to do so. 
That will only encourage your teen to wait and 
see if youôll do it again next time.  Avoid doing 
someone elseôs job unless you are asked to 
do so or a special situation requires it. 

6. Make chores age-appropriate.  Teenagers can and 
should do something more meaningful than take out the trash. 
They can help with laundry, meal preparation, taking care of pets, 
automobiles, lawns, gardens, family finances, etc. 

7. Let kids have some choice or flexibility in the chores they do and 
also how they do them.  Example: ñThe family room, hall, and bed-
rooms need vacuuming once a week.  You can do it on Monday, 
Tuesday or Wednesday.  Your choice.ò 

8. Give each person in the family his or her own chores, rather than 
assigning shared chores.  This will reduce arguing, finger-pointing 
and blaming when the chore isnôt done. 

9. Create a family ñchore chartò if that helps.  All chores are listed 
with the names of those responsible, and can be checked off when 
done.  This monitors progress and completion. 

10. Donôt pay kids to do chores. Itôs better to give them a set allowance 
(a portion of the family income) separate from chores. If you pay 
kids to do chores, then they wonôt do the chore unless they need 
money.
