
 

 

April 17, 2011—Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion 

 

 

 

Once upon a time in a land far, far away ... I can remember sitting as a child and hearing my mother or 

father begin a wonderful story with these simple words.  Then I would settle in next to them and pre-

pare myself to enter the story.  Nothing else mattered.  Nothing would distract me for I knew that as the 

story unfolded,  I would be in for a great adventure in a real and thrilling way. I knew there would be 

heroes, villains, exciting discoveries, and frightening moments.  I knew there would be great lands of 

exotic creatures and beautiful places, and I always hoped there would be a happy ending.  Best of all, I 

knew if I paid attention, I could actually imagine that I was a  part of the story itself!  And, if I was lucky, 

I imagined it would be ‘my’ story… and so today, the story begins, I hope you will join us. 

 

Once upon a time far, far away ... 

 

A Great King entered the city today on a donkey.  It’s the first day of a Holy Week. The people came 

from near and far waving palm branches, excited, curious, longing for adventure and freedom.  Their 

world was about to be turned upside down.  They followed Him in a great procession, banners waved, 

people sang, the trumpets blasted ... life was different ... and so they followed, some willing, some ea-

ger, some bored, and some simply confused.   We find ourselves coming here today, in a different way.  

Our pews are empty; we arrived outside.  Some glanced at watches, in a hurry to return to their normal 

lives, anxious to get home ... to what ... some sat back, relaxed, and experienced the day; some 

watched the banners wave, sang songs, and listened to the story.  The Passion of Christ begins.  It’s 

long, we stand and stand and stand.  It’s familiar.  The only thing that changes is ‘us.’  How we experi-

ence the coming days and how we choose to listen, to pay attention, and to enter the story makes all 

the difference.  And maybe, just maybe, this year, the story becomes our own. 

 

Thursday arrives. We awake before sunrise, gathering in a dark Church at 5:30 am, we watch as 

candles are lit and lamentations are sung.  We acknowledge the darkness of the world and watch for 

the light, and Holy Thursday begins with Tenebrae, the prayer of darkness.  As the last candle is lit, we 

go back to our day, waiting for the night when we can return to the story.  And so at 7:00 pm, we gather 

on this night.  We are with Him.  We sit at His table in a new way.  The old and familiar is subtly differ-

ent.  This is the last supper.  We prepare to say good-bye.  We watch as feet are washed and words 

are sung.  “Do you know what I have done for you?” He asks.  Some of us do, some of us don’t ... but 

slowly we begin to understand:  where charity and love are found ... there He is in our midst ... our good

-bye is poignant and tangible.  We linger, we pray, we watch, we pray.  In the midst of incense, oil, 

bread, and wine we begin to hear and understand, taste, and see what God has ready for those who 

enter His story.  

 

And on Friday we stop.  Our day is quiet.  Arriving at 5:30 am, before sunrise, we again sing our la-

ment.  No work.  No school.  This is a Holy Day.  A Good Friday.  It is good because we are here.  With 

the One we love.  We wait with Him.  We watch Him. We touch His cross.  We walk His stations.  In the 

faces of our young people we see an intimacy we have seldom seen.  They love Him.  They weep and 

they cry out  “crucify Him!” They take Him from His cross.  Will you be here when they crucify your 

Lord?  The ground upon which we stand becomes Holy Ground.  We remove our shoes.  In bare feet 

we walk to His cross.  And with a kiss ... we understand ... we have entered the very fabric of His story. 

It is now ours… 

 

Finally, an empty day.  A Saturday in which the world has stopped.  Again, we come before sunrise. 

Again we sing our lament.  We wait by the tomb.  The stone remains.  We prepare our food.  At noon 

we have it blessed.  Our children run and play.  They seek the eggs like little stones.  The color and 

excitement betrays a mystery to be revealed.  In hope ... we wait.  We watch.  We wait and our long 

night of keeping vigil begins …

HOLY FATHER’S  APRIL  PRAYER INTENTIONS 

General Intention.  

Evangelizing the New Generations. -  That 

through its compelling preaching of the Gospel, 

the Church may give young people new reasons 

for life and hope. Easter will be late this year, 

but that will not delay our hope. Lent and Holy 

Week lead us to the Feast of the Resurrection, 

the object and reason of our hope. 

 

The first pope, St. Peter, wrote: “Always be ready to give an explanation 

to anyone who asks you for a reason for your hope” (1 Peter 3:15-16). 

Pope Benedict’s general intention for April echoes St. Peter’s exhorta-

tion. We still proclaim the Gospel of Jesus Christ; we still maintain all the 

hope that is summarized in our Apostles’ Creed. 

 

But this month’s intention urges us to do more, to find compelling new 

ways to bring the hope of the Gospel to young people. Young people, 

who may be facing grimmer prospects than any previous generation, 

come with many questions. Commemorating the 25th anniversary of 

World Youth Day, last year Pope Benedict said: “The rich young man 

asks Jesus: ’What must I do?’ You are making crucial choices about 

how you will live. So…ask yourselves: Am I satisfied with my life? Is 

there something missing?” The answer Jesus gives is that wealth, fame, 

power, and pleasure all fall short and will ultimately fail. They are illu-

sions of the happiness Christ gives us. 

 

Because we are made in Love’s image, for God is Love, the true mean-

ing of life lies in loving. Instead of grasping for things, we learn from the 

Gospel that to love is to give, as Jesus did at the Last Supper and on 

the Cross. The prayer attributed to St. Francis affirms: “It is in giving 

that we receive, and it is in dying that we are born to eternal life.” 

 

That’s a message the Church must make compelling to young people 

today. We must present the old truth of the Gospel in new ways. We 

must learn to speak to youth in their own language, context, and media. 

Most of all, we must ourselves be living examples of life and hope. Let 

us pray that we, the Church, may successfully evangelize the new gen-

erations. 

Almighty God, we pray You bless these branches and make them holy.   

 Today we joyfully acclaim Jesus our Messiah and King.   May we reach one day the happiness of the new 

and everlasting Jerusalem  by faithfully following Him who lives and reigns for ever and ever.  Amen.
