Dear Family of Immaculate Heart of Mary, 

 

On Tuesday, August 2nd I celebrate 25 years as a Roman Catholic Priest!  I am honored that our parish is 

celebrating this occasion next Friday night with me.  On August 5th at 6:00 pm I hope all of you will join me in 

a Mass of Thanksgiving here in the Church.  This mass is deeply important to me, not just to celebrate my 

priesthood, but to celebrate in Thanksgiving the entire Priesthood of Jesus Christ.  As I have been saying, I 

want this occasion to be a true Celebration of Priesthood.  I am simply humbled and surprised that God has 

blessed me with such a rich calling, such a joy-filled life, the incredible experience of belonging to the Church 

and to the people of God in such a life-giving way.  You each are essential to the life of a priest.  Just as I 

said last weekend, our lives would be diminished if we had no priests.  Likewise, a priest’s life would be im-

possible without the family of the Church.  So thank you for loving your priests! 

 

This weekend I wanted to share just a couple of words about my own journey to the priesthood.  Let me be-

gin by saying that I never truly wanted to be a priest!  Is that a surprise?  Probably not.  Ask any young man 

in his twenties, or even in high school, if they think of being a priest and most likely they will give a resound-

ing “NO!”  Priesthood is not a popular vocation.  It is not as prestigious as being a doctor, not as lucrative as 

being a business man.  What I discovered is that I NEVER CHOSE to be a priest; GOD CHOSE ME!  I hated 

that.  In fact, I fought God every step of the way.  I wish I could say I was as holy as Mary His Mother and that 

my “yes” was enthusiastic and resounding.  It wasn't.  Finally, after an eight year battle, I gave up.  I realized 

if a person has any love for Jesus at all, any sense of doing God’s will, that God gets what He wants.  He is 

more powerful than us and I discovered eventually, to my own joy, that God’s will is more powerful than all 

my desires for sex, family, children and a wife.  I also discovered that if a person does His Holy Will, in spite 

of the challenges, they will experience a much greater joy than simply following a will of their own.  I could 

never have designed a more amazing life for myself.  Today I can honestly say, “I am grateful, amazed and 

humbled that God chose me to be a priest.”  I haven’t always done it well; I have struggled as all people do.  I 

have had disappointments and made big mistakes, but I have known since my ordination that it never has 

been about me, but about the vocation to priesthood coming first; about what God had planned for me, and 

whether I was willing to go along for the ride! 

 

I believe that a vocation is born first in our families.  My  family, my parents, siblings, in-laws, nieces and 

nephews, have been essential to my vocation. A  priest cannot fulfill the call to priesthood without a loving, 

strong family.  In fact, one of the first indications that a young Catholic man might have a vocation is if he has 

a strong family.  Our families are the context where faith is born, and only a Catholic man of faith could ever 

be a priest.  A priest must love Jesus, and desire a deep and personal relationship with Him.  What happens 

if these two factors exist is that God prepares a young man to embrace the deeply meaningful life of a Priest.  

In my own life, my family has always supported and loved my priesthood. T hey each have opened their 

homes and shared their faith, making me a better man and a more realistic priest.  I have learned from my 

family what it means to be a family, and I believe a fundamental aspect of my priesthood is to help us each 

become more deeply invested in the family of Jesus!  Today I look back on both my struggle to accept the will 

of God and His invitation to be a priest, and the joy that I have found as I marvel at what is possible when we 

submit ourselves in faith to our God.   

 

In ending I’d like to recall the night of my ordination twenty-five years ago.  I went to bed alone.  I was over-

whelmed with my calling and my commitment.  The oil was still wet on my head from the ordination. I was 

amazed and perplexed by what I had done.  I began to cry.  I was deeply afraid of a life without a family and 

going to bed alone for the rest of my life.  In my tears I prayed, I stormed heaven, and I  

implored Jesus, “you asked me to do this, I can’t do it...please take care of me!”  I fell asleep instantly, and 

the next day I awoke refreshed and alive in the priesthood.  Twenty-five years later I can say, with the deep-

est conviction, Jesus has NEVER failed to answer that prayer, not for a moment, and I can only smile in 

amazement that when God asks us to do something, He promises never to abandon us.  Being a priest has 

been an absolutely unbelievable  journey.  I look forward to the rest of it, and I will always be grateful that 

Jesus has been my constant companion and has remained with me every step of the way: first in the Eucha-

rist, second in my family, and finally in each of you who challenge and love me into ever- deepening holiness.  

Thank you for making me a better priest, and a happy man!

CATHOLICS COME HOME 

What: A program for Catholics who have been away from the Church for 

some time and are looking to get back into their Faith. 

When: We will be meeting occasionally on Tuesday evenings beginning in 

September, and have other options for meetings as well.  Watch the bulle-

tin for more details coming in September! 

 

HISTORY OF THE SAINTS 

What: A class which will follow a chronological history of the Catholic 

Church through the Lives of the Saints.  This has been a very popular 

class over the past few years as we have studied scripture, taken virtual 

pilgrimages, and more. 

When: Our class meets every Thursday following the 8:30am daily Mass 

(about 9am) and continues until 10:30am.  Coffee is provided each week. 

 

RCIA 

What: RCIA stands for the Rite of Christian Initiation 

for Adults.  This is a program for anyone seeking full 

initiation into the Catholic Faith through the sacraments 

of Baptism, First Holy Communion, and/or Confirma-

tion.  This program is divided into age-specific groups: 

RCIC (Children- 2

nd

 to 5

th

 grade), RCIT (Teens and 

Middle Schoolers- 6

th

 to 8

th

 grade), RCIA (Adults- high 

school and above). 

When: We will be meeting on Wednesday evenings from 5:30-7:30pm in 

various locations for the different programs beginning on September 

14.  Additionally, the RCIT participants also attend the Middle School 

Youth Group and the RCIA also attend Our Catholic Journey.   

 

WEDNESDAY EVENING OCJ BREAKOUT SESSIONS 

What: Following OCJ each week are provided breakout sessions that are 

more specific than the teachings presented in the church.  These sessions 

range from Communal prayer to bible studies and deeper understanding 

on the church’s teaching in various areas.  Below are presented some of 

the scheduled break-out sessions. 

When: These breakout sessions begin following OCJ (about 7:30pm) and 

continue to just before 9pm. 

 

Journey Through Scripture – Cenacle Room – This class is exactly 

what the title says; a journey through scripture.  It will be taught and facili-

tated by David Pipp and Fr. Brian Larkin.  Moving through Salvation His-

tory in the scriptures, we will gain a better understanding of what God has 

accomplished in His People and what He is calling us to. 

 

Families of Nazareth – Archangels – This is a small Faith community 

here at IHM that will be growing in a life of prayer and study.  Watch the 

bulletin for more details concerning this breakout session in the coming 

weeks. 

 

 

Women of Grace – Assisi – Based on Johnnette' Benkovic's book, Full of 

Grace, this study will teach by revealing God's purpose and mission for 

you. In a group study format, with video lectures by Johnnette Benkovic— 

host of The Abundant Life, you'll delve into prayer, Sacred Scripture, 

Church documents and teachings, the Catechism, the lives of women 

saints and the example of our Blessed Mother. You'll be nurtured and fed 

spiritually, mentally, and emotionally. You'll learn to embrace your gift of 

authentic femininity and your dignity as a daughter of God. You'll be 

equipped to fulfill your call and mission as women of grace in the world 

today. 

 

Coffee Talk – Narthex – Fr. Greg will be available most weeks for Coffee 

Talk following OCJ to further discuss the topic of the evening, whatever 

events might be coming up and any other issues you may like to talk 

about.  From time to time this will also be hosted by our new Assistant, Fr. 

Brian Larkin. 

 

Great Adventure Bible Series – Upper Room – This has been a great 

study program for IHM.  Ascension Press has released several different 

study programs on Sacred Scripture, Church History, and more.  They 

may highlight the Old Testament or just a specific book of scripture such 

as the Pslams.  Watch the bulletin for more details concerning this break-

out session! 

 

OUR CATHOLIC JOURNEY 

What: OCJ has been at IHM for over 10 years!  This is the premier Adult 

Faith Formation program in the Archdiocese of Denver and presents the 

Church’s teachings on a wide variety of subjects.
