Dear Family of Immaculate Heart of Mary, 

 

This weekend, Fr. Brian and I, along with some of our staff and eighty pilgrims will be heading to 

Rome, Italy and Madrid, Spain for World Youth Day.  This holy pilgrimage began almost two years 

ago, when these young people signed up to make this historic trip with so many millions of other young 

people and our Holy Father, Pope Benedict VI.  It began when they started raising the money to at-

tend.  Now, after two long, hard years of fundraising, begging, and borrowing money, the trip is about 

to begin! 

 

I want to personally thank all of you who attended any of the many fund raisers, sponsored a pilgrim or 

donated money for their trip.  Your personal participation with our pilgrims, by your generosity, guaran-

tees you will reap great blessings and grace from this pilgrimage.  In fact, it is for that very reason that I 

encourage and challenge all Catholics to make a pilgrimage, either by sponsoring a pilgrim or being a 

pilgrim, so that you will enjoy the fruits and blessings of your generosity and effort. Pilgrimages are 

ancient and very, very Catholic.  I encourage all of you to read a book we carry in The Word bookstore, 

called The Art of Pilgrimage.  It lays out, in beautiful detail, the reason people go on pilgrimage: in or-

der to seek and find a new awareness of God!  Sadly, Catholics today have lost some of the value of 

making a holy pilgrimage.  Unlike the Muslims, who often dedicated their entire lives to traveling to 

Mecca, Catholics have forgotten their own history.  Pilgrimage is Catholic!  We were the first pilgrims in 

the world.  Long before the religion of Islam ever saw the light of day, Catholics were traveling to their 

holy places in search of God.  Often in history, Catholic people would sell all they had to see the plac-

es in the Holy Land where Jesus walked, or to go to the eternal city of Rome to pray in the great 

Churches of Christendom.  People would walk thousands of miles on roads such as the Camino de 

Santiago, in Spain, to experience the longing, and often struggle of seeking God.  A noble tradition in 

our faith was for people to sacrifice huge amounts of time or money to make that search.  That is what 

a pilgrim fundamentally is: a person who goes in search of a deeper relationship with God.  This rela-

tionship is often found in hardship, self sacrifice, struggle, hunger, loneliness and fear, which are just a 

few of the things our World Youth Day pilgrims will encounter.  And in turn, God will reveal Himself in 

amazing ways: a deeper awareness of our interconnectedness as human beings; the love that exists 

in the human family when two or three million young people gather simply to pray; the power of His 

grace to carry us on sore feet to encounter great people, and places of history; the beauty of the 

friendships which will be forged on the streets of Madrid and Rome, and the joy of celebrating Mass in 

the tomb of St. Peter.  All the miracles these young people will see first hand, and the tears they will 

weep, will nurture a deep and powerful relationship with Jesus for those young people who are serious 

about their pilgrimage.  As for those who sponsored them, you will have the joy of knowing your pray-

ers will be carried to the far ends of the Earth!  It is for these reasons I believe taking a pilgrimage is 

the single most important thing a mature Christian can do to grow in faith and holiness!  

 

There will be hardship on the way; the world is still a dangerous place, and yes there are people filled 

with hate and terrorism waiting in the shadows.  However, I am convinced that this pilgrimage of love 

will change not only the lives of many young people, but eventually the world!  So PRAY for these 

ambassadors of Jesus Christ and His love.  With your prayers around us we will return filled with bless-

ings for Immaculate Heart of Mary and love.  

 

On a different note, thank you all for a wonderful weekend last weekend, all your cards, greetings and 

expressions of love.  His Eminence Cardinal Stafford was warmly received and touched by the love he 

experienced at IHM, and I was deeply humbled by that same love.  It was a moment I will cherish in 

my heart forever, and the people who shared it and made it possible were truly Christ to our communi-

ty and to their priests!  Thank you!

Are you interested in knowing more about your Faith?  Have you been 

coming to Our Catholic Journey for nine years or more?  Have you been 

coming to Mass on Sundays with your family but aren’t a fully initiated 

Catholic?  Are you an adult who has never been Confirmed?  If you fit into 

any of these categories or somewhere in between, then look at these 

great programs and classes we have available for you this coming year, 

beginning in September: 

 

CATHOLICS COME HOME 

What: A program for Catholics who have been away from the Church for 

some time and are looking to get back into their Faith. 

When: We will be meeting occasionally on Tuesday evenings beginning in 

September, and have other options for meetings as well.  Watch the bulle-

tin for more details coming in September! 

 

HISTORY OF THE SAINTS 

What: A class which will follow a chronological history of the Catholic 

Church through the Lives of the Saints.  This has been a very popular 

class over the past few years as we have studied scripture, taken virtual 

pilgrimages, and more. 

When: Our class meets every Thursday following the 8:30am daily Mass 

(about 9am) and continues until 10:30am.  Coffee is provided each week. 

 

RCIA 

What: RCIA stands for the Rite of Christian Initiation 

for Adults.  This is a program for anyone seeking full 

initiation into the Catholic Faith through the sacraments 

of Baptism, First Holy Communion, and/or Confirma-

tion.  This program is divided into age-specific groups: 

RCIC (Children- 2

nd

 to 5

th

 grade), RCIT (Teens and 

Middle Schoolers- 6

th

 to 8

th

 grade), RCIA (Adults- high 

school and above). 

When: We will be meeting on Wednesday evenings from 5:30-7:30pm in 

various locations for the different programs beginning on September 

14.  Additionally, the RCIT participants also attend the Middle School 

Youth Group and the RCIA also attend Our Catholic Journey.   

 

WEDNESDAY EVENING OCJ BREAKOUT SESSIONS 

What: Following OCJ each week are provided breakout sessions that are 

more specific than the teachings presented in the church.  These sessions 

range from Communal prayer to bible studies and deeper understanding 

on the church’s teaching in various areas.  Below are presented some of 

the scheduled break-out sessions. 

When: These breakout sessions begin following OCJ (about 7:30pm) and 

continue to just before 9pm. 

 

Journey Through Scripture – Cenacle Room – This class is exactly 

what the title says; a journey through scripture.  It will be taught and facili-

tated by David Pipp and Fr. Brian Larkin.  Moving through Salvation Histo-

ry in the scriptures, we will gain a better understanding of what God has 

accomplished in His People and what He is calling us to. 

 

Families of Nazareth – Archangels – This is a small Faith community 

here at IHM that will be growing in a life of prayer and study.  Watch the 

bulletin for more details concerning this breakout session in the coming 

weeks. 

 

 

Women of Grace – Assisi – Based on Johnnette' Benkovic's book, Full of 

Grace, this study will teach by revealing God's purpose and mission for 

you. In a group study format, with video lectures by Johnnette Benkovic— 

host of The Abundant Life, you'll delve into prayer, Sacred Scripture, 

Church documents and teachings, the Catechism, the lives of women 

saints and the example of our Blessed Mother. You'll be nurtured and fed 

spiritually, mentally, and emotionally. You'll learn to embrace your gift of 

authentic femininity and your dignity as a daughter of God. You'll be 

equipped to fulfill your call and mission as women of grace in the world 

today. 

 

Coffee Talk – Narthex – Fr. Greg will be available most weeks for Coffee 

Talk following OCJ to further discuss the topic of the evening, whatever 

events might be coming up and any other issues you may like to talk 

about.  From time to time this will also be hosted by our new Assistant, Fr. 

Brian Larkin. 

 

Great Adventure Bible Series – Upper Room – This has been a great 

study program for IHM.  Ascension Press has released several different 

study programs on Sacred Scripture, Church History, and more.  They 

may highlight the Old Testament or just a specific book of scripture such 

as the Pslams.

We continued into the center of Rome and prayed 

in the Basilicas of St. John Lateran and Santa Croce in Gerusalemme 

before checking into our hotel and getting a much needed night’s sleep. 

 

Sunday, August 14 

We awoke this morning and were able to spend the entire day in and 

around the Vatican.  We started the day with Mass at the tomb of St. Peter 

and continued with a tour of the Basilica and time to spend in prayer be-

fore the tomb of Blessed John Paul II.
