Dear Family of Immaculate Heart of Mary, 

 

It’s good to be home!  After two weeks away in Scotland, for my Jesus Caritas retreat which I 

went on with my priest prayer group, I was happy to be back among my parish family.  During 

this week of time, I learned a lot.  First and most importantly I realized how lucky we are to be 

Catholic.  As most of you know, the beautiful and ancient Churches of Great Britain all began 

as Roman Catholic Churches.  Then with the Reformation, and under the reign of King Henry 

the 8th, they became Anglican and separated themselves from the Roman Catholic Church.  It 

became so apparent to me in my travels in Great Britain what was lost, namely the Eucharist.  

Because the Anglican, Episcopalian, and Scottish national Churches do not have Apostolic 

succession, they do not believe in the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist.  The bread is 

no longer the actual Flesh of Jesus, the wine is not His Blood.  There are no tabernacles with 

the living and true presence of Jesus Christ.  Because of that, these beautiful cathedrals have 

become museums.  While the faith of the Christian people who now occupy what was once a 

Catholic Church is beautiful and rich, they no longer are fed by the Body of Christ and live only 

on the teachings He left in the scripture.  Their lessons on the scriptures truly are inspiring and 

a call to true holiness.  However, their faith is sustained not by the food of life, but simply by the 

ability for a minister to inspire his flock and for the members to live holy lives.   

 

I am convinced that this is not enough to make a Church a living temple.  These beautiful ca-

thedrals and edifices are simply wrapping paper.  In the past, when they were still Roman Cath-

olic Churches, they were so much more: they were  places where God was visibly present in 

the Eucharist, and they were built to celebrate the presence they contained.  Wrapping paper 

on an empty box is silly.  Wrapping paper on a priceless gift is part of the beauty of the gift.  

The problem that faces Christian churches who do not have the living presence of Jesus in the 

Eucharist is that they don’t need to wrap anything; they don't need churches, they can read the 

scriptures anywhere and depending on the accuracy of the authority teaching, they come to 

some awareness of the mystery of Jesus Christ.  It no longer is about Gods presence with us, it 

is more about us and our frail human ability to make him known.  With the Eucharist he is al-

ways here; without it, its all up to us, and sadly humans fail.  These Churches are museums 

because faith is dying in Great Britain, and it is dying because alone we cannot sustain our 

spiritual lives.  We need to be fed by the Eucharist.  For two thousand years our faith, Roman 

Catholicism, has survived.  It has survived sinful priests, unholy popes, monetary scandals and 

abuses of power. All are aspects of human sin.  It has survived because of the Eucharist.   

 

In the coming months, I urge all of you to enjoy the Eucharist.  Learn about it, cherish it, make it 

relevant in your lives.  Come to Our Catholic Journey on Wednesday evenings if you don’t un-

derstand your faith.  Sign up for adoration if you believe in His real presence and sit with Jesus 

in adoration.  Be faithful to Sunday Mass and receive the Bread of Life.  As October begins, we 

are called to respect life.  The Eucharist is the source of life itself, and with the Eucharist we will 

enjoy the culture of life and experience its abundance.

DID YOU KNOW? 

PAPAL MESSAGE 

Is it really true that the message of the pope never 

changes?  Let me tell you a quick story:  In 1993, I 

was a youth minister on Long Island, New York and I 

brought several teens out to Denver for World Youth 

Day.  We enjoyed our week and were able to see the 

Holy Father a few times from very great distances.  As 

we sat out at Cherry Creek State Park and the Papal 

Mass began, Blessed John Paul II went through the opening parts of the 

Mass.  Then came the readings, then the Gospel, then the homily.  As we 

sat for the homily, the Assistant Pastor that accompanied us from New 

York stood talking with one of our adult chaperones.  As previously men-

tioned, we were a very long way away from the Holy Father, so we were 

watching the TV screens when a young lady from our group asked the pair 

if they wouldn’t mind moving to the side so that we could better hear what 

the Holy Father was saying.  The Assistant Pastor responded, “It’s the 

pope; he says the same thing every time!”   

 

While a response like that never should have come from the assistant 

pastor, it definitely got me to thinking over the last several years.  It, again, 

brought to mind that story when I read this headline from Pope Benedict 

XVI’s visit to Germany last week: “Pope calls young people to be 

Saints.”  Well, what else would the Holy Father call young people to 

be?  While I don’t want to give that priest any more fodder for his argu-

ment, which was made with a much different intention, the teachings of the 

Church never change.  Therefore, the teachings of the Holy Father are 

never going to change.  His message always concerns one thing: Jesus 

Christ.  In this case, Pope Benedict was speaking to a crowd of teens in 

Germany, calling them to follow …Jesus Christ.  When we do that, we 

become Saints.   

 

“Christ is not so much interested in how often in your lives you stumble 

and fall, as in how often you pick yourselves up again,” the Pope 

said.  Could the same thing have been said to St. Peter 2,000 years 

ago?  How about St. Augustine 1,600 years ago?  The teachings do not 

change, yet how we reach people does.  Why did two and a half million 

young people from nearly 200 different countries gather in Madrid a month 

ago?  It was because they heard a message to come and follow Christ.   

 

The real work now is living that authentic life and truly taking up the 

cross and following Him.
