HISTORY OF THE SAINTS

Our Thursday morning class continues with the Lives of
 the Saints from the early Church. This week we'll cross
into the third century and examine the lives of some of
the Saints that lived through some of the worst persecu-
tions the Church has faced. Join us on Thursday after

DID YOU KNOW?

ALL SAINTS AND ALL SOULS AND ALL INDULGENCES!
During the year the Church celebrates one by one the j

and tribes standing before the throne and in sight of the J
Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands, #
proclaiming Him who redeemed them in His Blood.”

The feast of All Saints should inspire us with tremendous hope. Among the saints
in heaven are some whom we have known. All lived on earth lives like our own.
They were baptized, marked with the sign of faith; they were faithful to Christ's
teaching and they have gone before us to the heavenly home whence they call on
us to follow them. The Gospel of the Beatitudes, read today, shows their happi-
ness and shows, too, the road that they followed. There is no other that will lead
us whither they have gone!

The Commemoration of All Saints was first celebrated in the East. The feast is
found in the West on different dates in the eighth century. The Roman Martyrology
(the Church's list of the Martyrs from the early persecutions) mentions that this
date is a claim of fame for Gregory IV (827-844) and that he extended this ob-
servance to the whole of Christendom. The feast may have been celebrated
throughout the whole Church as early as the 730AD. In Rome, on the other hand,
on May 13, there was the annual commemoration of the consecration of the basili-
ca of St. Maria ad Martyres (or St. Mary and All Martyrs). This was the former
Pantheon, the temple of Agrippa, dedicated to all the gods of paganism, to which
Boniface 1V had brought many relics from the catacombs. Gregory VIl transferred
the anniversary of this dedication to November 1.

Probably the most important thing for us to remember as Catholics, especially in
this season of pumpkins, candy, and ghosts, is that Halloween is literally All Hal-
lows Eve, or All Holy's Eve. Halloween is the day we celebrate the eve of All
Saint's Day, and All Soul's Day (Tuesday). On Monday we remember the Saints in
heaven, and on Tuesday the Holy Souls in Purgatory awaiting entrance into the
Kingdom of Heaven.

Things to Do on Monday:

e  Visiting a cemetery and praying for the dead during the Octave of All Saints'
Day (November 1 through November 8) will gain a plenary indulgence that
can be applied only to the souls in purgatory. On other days, this work gains
a partial indulgence.

e Spend a little time after Mass thanking God for all the unnamed saints, some
of whom could be our own relatives.

e  Have a special meal, and if you have young children have them dress up like
saints and play games.

e  Pray the Litany of the Saints — you could make it really special by chanting,
and you could read an explanation of this litany, which is considered the
model of all other litanies in the Church.

Indulgences for All Souls Week

An indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in Purgatory, is granted to the faithful,
who devoutly visit a cemetery and pray, even if only mentally, for the departed.
The indulgence is plenary each day from the first to the eighth of November; on
other days of the year it is partial. A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful,
who on the day dedicated to the Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed
(November 2, as well as on the Sunday preceding or following, and on All Saints'
Day) piously visit a church. In visiting the church it is required that one Our Father
and the Creed be recited.

To acquire a plenary indulgence it is necessary also to fulfill the following three
conditions: sacramental Confession, Eucharistic communion, and prayer for the
intention of the Holy Father. The three conditions may be fulfilled several days
before or after the performance of the visit; it is, however, fitting that communion
be received and the prayer for the intention of the Holy Father be said on the same
day as the visit.

The condition of praying for the intention of the Holy Father is fully satisfied by
