DID YOU KNOW?
FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT
Today the Church celebrates the First Sunday of Ad-
k. vent. This is the beginning of a new liturgical year.
A The Advent liturgy opens with that great yearning cry
Py of the prophets of Israel to the Messiah and Redeem-
Y er whose advent they awaited: “Come!” God is not
deaf to His people's cry. Fulfilling the promise of salvation made to our first
parents at their fall, He sent His Son into the world. And the application to
all generations of mankind of the redemption that the Son of God made
Man obtained for us by His passion continues until the end of time: it will
conclude with the end of the world when the Messiah comes to complete
His work and lead us into His kingdom. The history of the Church occu-
pies the period between these two great events.

In the Mass of this Sunday, the whole work of redemption is set before us,
from its preparation in Israel's expectancy and its effect on our present
lives, down to its final fulfillment. The Church, in preparing us to celebrate
at Christmas the birth of Him who came to snatch our souls from sin and
transform them into the likeness of His own, invokes upon us and on all
men the complete accomplishment of the mission of salvation that He
came to perform upon this earth.

On the First Sunday of Advent, the traditional opening prayer (or Collect)
prayed: “Stir up Thy might, we beg Thee, and come.” With this request to
God to “stir up” His might, this day was traditionally called Stir-Up Sunday.
Many families create a traditional plum pudding or fruit cake or some other
recipe that all the family and guests can “stir-up.” This activity of stirring-
up the ingredients symbolizes our hearts that must be stirred in prepara-
tion for Christ's birth.

Unbelievable is all | can say! Well maybe amazing, out-~~~ ——
standing and fantastic are a few other adjectives | can use to describe
our Thanksgiving Basket Distribution Day last Friday, November 18.
This was by far our most efficient distribution day to date; they just seem
to run smoother and smoother with each passing year. It has to be all
our amazingly experienced volunteers who keep returning each year.
Thank you to the 75 parishioners who volunteered to help make our
event such a success. We had families lined up at 6:00 am in the morn-
ing, we let them inside at 7:45 am, and we started the distribution pro-
cess at 8:30 am. When we shut the door at 11:30 am we had served
427 families everything they needed for a complete Thanksgiving din-
ner! And absolutely none of this would have been possible without the
help of the 26 Century Middle School Students who donated their morn-
ing to pushing the shopping carts full of food out to the parking lot for the
clients, and then running back into the parish center quickly to start all
over again. What an outstanding group of kids, and even though we ran
them ragged, | never heard a single complaint from any of them. Their
teacher Ms. Dean even said many of the kids were already asking if
they could come back and work our Christmas Distribution!

Watch the Sentinel Newspaper too. They were even visiting our distri-
bution day to get some current updates on the economic situation and
level of need for families in the community.

A heartwarming story about our parishioner Galen Lahman,

and his experience at our Thanksgiving Holiday Giveaway.

Galen helped on Thursday the 17t, to transport all the coats

into the coat distribution room and helped sort them into piles
on the tables. When the job was done, Galen realized he had lost his
wedding ring somewhere in the pile of coats. On Friday morning the
18%, we said a group prayer to St. Anthony, “Tony, Tony look around,
something’s lost and must be found.” Then we announced to all the
clients waiting to enter the coat room that a volunteer had lost his ring in
the pile of coats and we were requesting their assistance, to please
keep an eye out for the ring while they were coat shopping. Not even 30
minutes later a teenage girl who was with her mother found the ring and
brought it to Galen. It was a very emotional moment and an answer to
our prayers. Thank you St. Anthony!

Thank you again to all you turkey certificate supporters—what a great
success they turned out to be. Our volunteers loved them; believe me,
no one missed hauling over 425 frozen solid turkeys from the food bank
up to the front hall of the parish center all morning long. Also thankful
were the parish members who always donated their personal freezers to
help store the extra turkeys we didn’t have freezer space to store in the
food bank. They truly didn’t miss hauling anywhere from 12 to 40 tur-
keys to their homes and then back to the food bank for distribution day.
As for me, | didn’t miss the headache of trying to keep track of where all
the turkeys were being stored throughout the metro area. Thanks again
to all you IHM parishioners who helped us collect almost $14,000 for our
meat certificates. Thanks to all of you, we even had $4,000 extra to
spend on all the other holiday food we had to buy. Working for all of you
is such a blessing; | give thanks every day for all of you IHM parishion-
ers. | thank God for all of your support to our Outreach Ministry, but this
weekend of Thanksgiving | especially give thanks! God Bless You All!
