Why Ashes: Wednesday, February 22 the Holy Roman Catholic Church all
over the world will distribute Blessed Ashes to all who come to receive.

Ashes are an ancient symbol of repentance (sackcloth and ashes). They
also remind us of our mortality ("remember that you are dust") and thus of
the day when we will stand before God and be judged. The key to under-
standing the meaning of Lent is simple: Baptism. Preparation for Baptism
and for renewing baptismal commitment lies at the heart of the season.
Since the Second Vatican Council, the Church has reemphasized the bap-
tismal character of Lent, especially through the restoration of the Catechu-
menate and its Lenten rituals.

Our challenge today is to renew our understanding of this important season
of the Church year and to see how we can integrate our personal practices

into this renewed perspective. Being marked with ashes at the beginning of
Lent indicates our recognition of the need for deeper conversion of our lives
during this season of renewal.
